Passed Legislation Pending Governor's Signature on Senate Bills 151 and 385
Ms. MacAfee indicated that Senate Bills 151 and 385 had passed and were signed by the Governor.  Senate Bill 151 allows board members to serve 3 terms, removes verbal counseling provision, and requires the Executive Director to summarize case closures to the board.  Senate Bill 385 effects technical corrections to the Medical Practice Act concerning section 1720(b)(6) to insert language required by the Federal Bureau of Investigation with regard to obtaining criminal history records.

Standing Orders Recommended for Approval from the Advanced Life Support Standards Committee  - Ross Megargel, D.O., State Medical Director
Dr. Ross Megargel of the Delaware Office of Emergency Medical Services discussed with the board the proposed Paramedic Standing Orders, Guidelines and Policies 2006, Paramedic Standing Orders and Policies for Drug Facilitated Endotracheal Intubation, Paramedic Standing Orders for Bioterrorism and Chemical Terrorism, Public Safety Agencies Standing Orders for Self-Administered Nerve Agent Antidote, Basic Life Support Standing Orders for Nerve Agent Antidote Program, and Basic Life Support Standing Orders.  Dr. Policastro moved, seconded by Mr. Banks, to approve the Standing Orders as amended.  Motion unanimously carried.

Dr. Marro moved, seconded by Mr. Brown, to approve the proposed modifications to the rules and regulations as written.  Motion unanimously carried.  The board affixed their signatures to the Order.
Review Application Filed by Ann Scharf, M.D. to Determine Whether Applicant Meets the Conditions for a Waiver of a License Disqualification Pursuant to Section 1720(e) of Title 24
The board reviewed the application filed by Ann Scharf, M.D., to determine whether or not Dr. Scharf meets the conditions for a waiver of a license disqualification, pursuant to Section 1720(e) of Title 24.  Dr. Marro moved, seconded by Mr. Brown, that Dr. Scharf having met the conditions for a waiver pursuant to Section 1720(e) be granted a license to practice medicine and surgery.  Motion unanimously carried.
Conducting Personal Interviews Prior to Completing Application Requirements - Dr. Prouse
There was a brief discussion on conducting personal interviews, prior to the applicants completing their application requirements.  Dr. Prouse indicated that an applicant should complete their post graduate training, prior to being eligible for an interview.  Currently, the board allows an applicant who is at the end of his or her training to proceed with the interview, prior to the completion of their training.  Most of the applicants complete their training at the end of June with permanent employment beginning as of July 1.  Since the board does not meet until mid-July to approve permanent licenses, the board has allowed the applicants to interview, with the stipulation that completion of the post graduate training must officially be verified to the board by the training institution, prior to the applicant being eligible for permanent licensure.

Discuss Prescription Monitoring Profiles with Ming Lau, Director of the Office of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs
The Director of the Office of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs discussed the purpose of House Bill 295 and its intent concerning prescription monitoring profiles.  He indicated that the legislation died in the House Finance Committee at the end of the 143 General Assembly.   Several members of the board agreed that the legislation had merit, but would need to be re-worked.  Dr. Lobo and Dr. McIntosh offered to assist in the re-working of the legislation through a sub-committee.
