REVIEW OF MINUTES

HEARINGS

Hearing for Proposed to Deny SLP Application – Susan Gilbert

At 2:47 p.m., Dr. Michelli called the proposal to deny hearing to order on the application submitted by Susan Gilbert. Verbatim testimony was taken by the court reporter. Ms. Kelly stated the purpose of the hearing. Copies of Ms. Gilbert’s application and supporting documents, proposal to deny letter, hearing notice, and a letter from Capital School District were marked as board exhibits 1, 2, 3 & 4 respectively. The board introduced themselves for the record. Ms. Gilbert was represented by Mr. Jeffrey Taschner. Ms. Gilbert was sworn in and Mr. Taschner questioned her and presented her case. Mr. Taschner had eight documents marked as applicant exhibits and presented them to the board members. The documents are as follows: Exhibit 1 - Ms. Gilbert’s Resume, Exhibit 2 - ASHA Certificate of Clinical Competence, Exhibit 3 - Letter dated June 2, 2003 from Joyce LeBright, Exhibit 4 - Letter dated July 9, 2007 from ASHA, Exhibit 5 - Continuing Education Registry, Exhibit 6 - Letter dated December 14, 2007 from Children’s Services Cost Recovery Project, Exhibit 7 - Letter dated January 2, 2008 from Patricia Cooke-Kubico, and Exhibit 8 - Letter dated January 4, 2008 from Ralph Fitch. Ms. Gilbert answered questions from the board members. Dr. Denman was sworn in, made a statement on Ms. Gilbert’s behalf and answered questions from the board members. Mr. Vaughn was sworn in, made a statement on Ms. Gilbert’s behalf and answered questions from the board members. After all testimony was heard and all questions were answered, Mr. Taschner provided closing remarks. At 3:49 p.m. the board went off the record for deliberations. At 3:53 p.m. the board went back on the record. Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Ms. Guilbert, to approve Ms. Gilbert’s application for licensure since it was determined that she meets the qualifications for licensure. Motion unanimously carried. Dr. Michelli further motioned, seconded by Ms. Guilbert, to send a complaint to the Investigative Unit for an 
unlicensed practice investigation on Ms. Gilbert. Motion unanimously carried. The hearing was closed at 3:54 p.m.  

NEW BUSINESS
Review of Temporary Speech/Language Pathologist Applications for Licensure

The Board reviewed Casey Farley’s application for a temporary Speech/Language Pathologist license. Ms. Guilbert made a motion, seconded by Ms. Bilton, to approve Ms. Farley’s application contingent upon receipt of an official transcript from her college or university, which verifies completion of at least a master's degree or its equivalent, from an accredited college or university with major emphasis in speech-language pathology, audiology, communication disorders or speech-language and hearing science. Ms. Farley’s transcript did not show that a degree was granted. Motion unanimously carried.
The Board reviewed Jarrad VanStan’s application for a temporary Speech/Language Pathologist license. Ms. Guilbert made a motion, seconded by Ms. Courtright, to approve Mr. VanStan’s application contingent upon receipt of an official transcript from his college or university, which verifies completion of at least a master's degree or its equivalent, from an accredited college or university with major emphasis in speech-language pathology, audiology, communication disorders or speech-language and hearing science. Mr. VanStan’s transcript did not show that a degree was granted. Motion unanimously carried.

Review Temporary Hearing Aid Dispenser Applications 

The Board reviewed Rita Knapp’s application for a temporary Hearing Aid Dispenser license. Ms. Guilbert made a motion, seconded by Dr. Parker, to propose to deny Ms. Knapp’s application due to her sponsor not being licensed in Delaware. Motion unanimously carried.

The Board reviewed Jeff Hinkle’s application for a permanent Hearing Aid Dispenser license. Dr. Michelli made a motion, seconded by Mr. Christensen, to approve Mr. Hinkle’s application. Motion unanimously carried.

Review Permanent Audiologist Applications

Dr. Parker made a motion, seconded by Ms. Connolly-Gaskin, to table Ms. Cooley’s application and request that she provide evidence of completion of a minimum of 375 clock hours of supervised clinical practicum. Motion unanimously carried.
