REVIEW OF MINUTES

Discussion Regarding Revisions to Section 3708 and the Legislative Process

Dr. Parker made a motion, seconded by Ms. Guilbert, to table the application and request that a training plan be submitted by Mr. Curtin’s supervisor. Mr. Curtin is currently licensed in Pennsylvania which is not a reciprocal state because they do not license hearing aid dispensers. Therefore, Mr. Curtin’s supervisor will need to submit a six month training plan for him. Motion unanimously carried.
