CALL TO ORDER
Dr. Hollingsworth called the meeting to order at 9:00 a.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the March 6, 2006 minutes for approval.  Dr. Johnson made a motion, seconded by Mr. Anglin, to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion unanimously carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Consideration of Motion for Admission Pro Hac Vice - Lanny Walter, Esquire

The board reviewed the motion prepared by William Burnett on behalf of Lanny Walter, Esq. for admission pro hac vice to represent a Delaware psychologist at a scheduled disciplinary hearing. Dr. DiRenzo made a motion, seconded by Dr. Johnson to approve Mr. Walter’s motion. Dr. Keyes and Mr. Anglin abstained. Motion carried.

Ms. Adams explained to the board that they could request that Mr. Burnett, a Delaware lawyer be present at the hearing. After discussion Dr. DiRenzo made a motion, seconded by Dr. Johnson to waive the requirement for Mr. Burnett to be present at the hearing.
Review of Tabled Application to sit for EPPP Exam – Dr. Angelica Escalona
The Board reviewed Dr. Escalona’s tabled application to sit for the EPPP exam. Dr. Escalona’s application was tabled for receipt of a new supervision form from her supervisor that clearly indicates the correct dates of supervision. Dr. Hollingsworth made a motion, seconded by Dr. Johnson to approve Dr. Escalona’s application. Motion unanimously carried.

Review of Tabled Application for Registration of Psychological Assistant – Dawn Bowman
The Board reviewed Ms. Bowman’s tabled application for registration as Dr. DiDomenicis’ psychological assistant. Ms. Bowman’s application was tabled for receipt of a completed job description from Dr. DiDominicis. Mr. Anglin made a motion, seconded by Ms. McDonough to approve Ms. Bowman’s application. Motion unanimously carried.
Review of Tabled Application for Registration of Psychological Assistant – Dr. Tracey Frazier
The Board reviewed Dr. Frazier’s tabled application for registration as Dr. Grande’s psychological assistant. Dr. Frazier’s application was tabled for clarification of her job arrangements with Dr. Grande and Dr. Turner to whom Dr. Frazier was also registered. Dr. Frazier notified the board that she had give notice to Dr. Turner that her last day working with him would be on March 31st and she would begin working with Dr. Grande on April 3rd. Dr. Hollingsworth made a motion, seconded by Ms. Gardner to approve Dr. Frazier’s application. Motion unanimously carried.
Request for Proposal to Deny Hearing – Dr. Elizabeth Bolton
The Board reviewed a letter from Dr. Bolton requesting a hearing on her application that the Board proposed to deny at its March 6, 2006 meeting. Dr. Hollingsworth made a motion, seconded by Mr. Szczuka to schedule her hearing for May 1, 2006. Motion unanimously carried.

NEW BUSINESS 

Voluntary Treatment Option (VTO) Presentation 
Ms. Warren presented the board with a power point presentation of the Voluntary Treatment Option available for licensees with substance abuse problems. This program provides an opportunity for regulated professionals to confidentially access professional help for their chemical dependency (alcohol or drugs) impairment. Board members suggested that Ms. Warren contact the Delaware Psychological Association for events where the Division may make presentations of the VTO program. Program forms and information are available at www.dpr.delaware.gov. Dr. DiRenzo made a motion, seconded by Mr. Szczuka to make the sitting Board president the designee for the VTO program. Motion unanimously carried.

Review of APA Survey on Policy Change
Dr. Johnson suggested the Board postpone the survey until the Board had more time to review their position on the APA’s suggestion to make all of the experience requirements predoctoral.
Review of Application for Licensure by Reciprocity – Dr. Frederick Stoner
The Board reviewed Dr. Stoner’s application for licensure by reciprocity. Dr. Hollingsworth made a motion, seconded by Mr. Szczuka to table Dr. Stoner’s application for a response from the Association of State and Provincial Psychology Boards (ASPPB) on whether or not Dr. Stoner’s score on the EPPP examination was a passing score as set by the ASPPB. Motion unanimously carried.
Review of Application for Licensure by Reciprocity – Dr. Elizabeth Stookey
The Board reviewed Dr. Stookey’s application for licensure by reciprocity. Mr. Anglin made a motion, seconded by Dr. Johnson to approve Dr. Brokaw’s application. Motion unanimously carried.
