Review of Tabled Application for LPCMH Licensure by NBCC Certification - Christina Mazzeo
The Board reviewed Ms. Mazzeo’s tabled application for LPCMH licensure by NBCC certification. Mr. Spizzirri informed the Board that 3032(a)2 of the licensing statute doesn’t require supervisors to be licensed in the state of Delaware. Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Mr. Ciamaricone to approve Ms. Mazzeo’s application. Motion unanimously carried.








NEW BUSINESS


Review of Application for LPCMH Licensure by Reciprocity – Alicia Williams
The Board reviewed Ms. William’s application for LPCMH licensure by reciprocity from Pennsylvania. Mr. Ciamaricone made a motion, seconded by Ms. Brown to approve Ms. Williams application. 
Motion unanimously carried.




Review of Application for LACMH Licensure by NBCC Certification – Lisa Shaffner
The Board reviewed Ms. Shaffner’s application for LACMH licensure. Dr. Walsh made a motion, seconded by Ms. Murrell to propose to deny Ms. Shaffner’s application because the written plan for professional counseling experience and supervision submitted in support of her application indicated that the completed and planned counseling experience did not meet the definition of board rule 2.4 which defines professional counseling experience as “the accumulation of hours spent providing mental health counseling services in a professional mental health clinical counseling setting, including face-to-face interaction with clients and other matters directly related to the treatment of clients”. Motion unanimously carried.


Implementation of Legislation – Certificate of Professional Qualification 
LPCMH and LCDP subcommittees will be formed and will meet at a future date to research and approve organizations as acceptable credential banks to provide certificates of professional qualification.

Discussion of Statute - LAMFT and LACMH Licensure Periods 
LPCMH and LMFT subcommittees will be formed and will meet at a future date to address the issue of licensing periods for associate counselors and associate marriage and family therapists. The statute currently requires associate licenses to be issued on a two year anniversary basis.


Discussion of Statute – LMFT AAMFT Certification Requirement for Reciprocity 
An LMFT subcommittee will be formed and will meet to make a correction to the reciprocity provision of the LMFT statute that would require reciprocity applicants to provide proof of passing the AMFTRB examination.

The Board discussed 2007 meeting dates and will make the meeting dates final at the next meeting of the Board.
