1.0  CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Szymanski called the meeting to order at 8:45 a.m.  
2.0  REVIEW OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the minutes of the April 17th, 2008 Board Meeting.  Mr. Szymanski made a motion to approve the meeting minutes with the proposed changes, seconded by Mr. McBride.  The motion was unanimously carried.
3.0  UNFINISHED BUSINESS


Board Orders


The board signed the following board orders from previous meetings: 1) the Rules and Regulations Order from the April 17th, 2008 Hearing; 2) Rule to Show Cause Order for A. Barry Seymour; and 3) the Rule to Show Cause Order for Robert J. Snyder. 


Update on Mortgage Inspection Plan

Mr. Szymanski stated that several board members attend the Real Estate Commission Meeting on May 8th, 2008.  Mr. Szymanski informed the Commission of the difference between the MIP and boundary survey. The realtors were unaware of the difference and stated that the consumer may not be informed at the time of closing of the difference between the two types of surveys.  The Real Estate Commission expressed that they would be interested in the consumer still retaining a choice when it came to obtaining an MIP Survey or a boundary survey.   Mr. Kennedy stated that the bank is concerned that a survey be done for encroachment purposes only and he did not believe that the bank preferred one type of survey or another. 
Mr. Szymanski asked if any board members would be interested in attending a meeting on May 21st at 9:00 with the New Castle Board of Realtor, specifically Teresa White and Robert Weir.  Mr. Szucka and Mr. McBride stated that they would like to attend.


Mr. Szymanski stated that the next month’s board agenda would reference the board discussions on the minimum technical standards for the MIP, review whether the MIP/Boundary Survey Option for all counties was viable or determine if the MIP was to remain in affect in New Castle County Only. 
Mr. Schranck stated that Mr. Szymanski may want to contact attorney, Andrew Taylor, with regard to meeting with members of the real estate committee of the Delaware Bar Association. Mr. Szymanski will contact Mr. Taylor prior to the next board meeting. 







Title 10 and the Architects 

Ms. Foreit stated that the DE Board of Architects was interested in being part of the legislation with the amended changes to Title 10.  The Board of Architects will discuss this at their next meeting on 

May 21st and Ms. Foreit will report at the June Board Meeting. 









Sussex Conservation District 

Mr. Sellers could not attend the Sussex Conservation District Meeting in April, 2008 on behalf of the board because the group had switched the location of the meeting and failed to notify the board office.  Ms. Jennifer Campagnini will supply minutes to Mr. Sellers concerning the meeting.  Mr. Sellers will provide an update at the next meeting. 


Recording of State Boundaries
Mr. Szymanski stated that he had received a correspondence from Timothy Slavin, Director, of Historical and Cultural Affairs concerning the recording of the state boundaries.  Mr. Szymanski stated that Mr. Slavin is assembling a task force in May 2008 to update the documentation for the state boundaries.  
















Course for Continuing Education Approval
The board reviewed the continuing education request submitted by Lorman Business Center Inc. on the course entitled “Zoning, Subdivision and Land Development Law” for 6 PDH’s.  A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. Kennedy to approve the course for 4.5 PDH.  The motion was carried with one opposition vote by Mr. Szucka.

Test Scores for the DE Jurisprudence Exam and Exam Going on Line
Ms. Foreit informed the board that they will need to work with Professional Credential Services (PCS) to develop a bank of questions for future examinations.   In addition, the board will need to secure the services of PCS to validate examinations for candidates after the examination is given.  Currently the board validates the exam.  Ms. Foreit will work with Mr. Collins to develop when this can occur and work at the cost estimates for the next board meeting. 
Engineers Certificate of Authorization

Mr. Szymanski gave a copy of the DE Board of Professional Engineers Certificate of Authorization to the board members.  Mr. Szymanski proposed that the board license all firms performing land surveyor services in the State of DE similar to how the DAPE licenses the engineering firms.  Ms. Foreit will consult with Mr. Collins on the required fees.  The rationale for performing this licensure is that the board will be able to keep track of all interns performing their internship under licensed PLS’s.  The State of Maryland currently licenses firms performing land surveyor services in Maryland.   A motion was made by Mr. Szymanski, seconded by Mr. McBride to have Mr. Schranck create legislation for the meeting for the board to review.  The motion was unanimously carried.
Review of the Letters of Concern

Ms. Foreit provided to the board members copies of the letters of concern currently being used by the DE Board of Medical Practice.  Ms. Foreit stated that Mr. Collins recommended that the board use a similar letters adjusting the DE Board of Medical Practice Letters.  Ms. Foreit will adjust the letters with Mr. Schranck’s review and then forward copies to all board members.  Upon approval the letters and copy of the statute will be sent to DE Board of Professional Engineers at their request.
