CALL TO ORDER

Ms. Pini called the meeting to order at 9:17 a.m.
REVIEW OF MINUTES

A motion was made by Ms. Nellius, seconded by Ms. Porter to approve the February 25, 2008 minutes as presented.  The motion was unanimously carried.

UNFINISHED BUSINESS

Update of Statutory Changes – Eileen Kelly
Ms. Kelly informed the Board that the final draft had been submitted and the Division is actively looking for sponsors of the Bill.
Signing of Decision and Order
This item has been tabled until the next meeting.
Final Denial of Application
There has been no response from Mr. Castillo regarding the Board’s letter proposing to deny his application and he has not requested a hearing.

A motion by Ms. Nellius, seconded by Ms. Porter, to deny his application. The motion unanimously carried.

Disciplinary Hearings

Tonya Morris
Ms. Kelly stated that the reason for the disciplinary hearing was that Ms. Morris has been convicted of crimes substantially related to the profession of cosmetology.

Board members were introduced. Ms. Bonarigo, contact person for the complaint, was recused from the hearing.

Ms. Gadbois, State Deputy Attorney General, gave testimony for the State and presented the States’ Exhibits 1 into evidence.

Mr. Ward, Division Investigator, was sworn in and provided testimony for the State.

Ms. Morris was sworn in and stated that she had been convicted of the crimes presented to the Board.  She also informed the Board that she was in counseling and in a support group and would like to continue to practice in the profession in order to provide for her children.
Ms. Gadbois closed by stating that of her four convictions, only two were related to the cosmetology profession.

A motion was made by Ms. Nellius, seconded by Mr. Rubio to go into deliberations.

The Board discussed the testimony and closed deliberations.

A motion was made by Ms. Nellius, seconded Mr. Rubio, to place Ms. Morris on probation until September 29, 2008 at which time she would again appear before the Board and provide an update on her progress.  The motion was unanimously carried.
Ms. Kelly will draft the Decision and Order for the Board’s signature.

The hearing closed at 10:00 a.m.

Verbatim testimony was taken by the court reporter.
Francisco Santos

Ms. Kelly stated that the reason for today’s hearing was to follow up on the previous Propose to Deny Hearing for Mr. Santos. At the original hearing, held June 25, 2008, the Board did not make a final decision on his pending application since he is waiting on the outcome of a request for a pardon from the Governor.
Board members were introduced. 

Mr. Santos was sworn in.

Mr. Santos submitted into evidence at letter from the Department of Corrections which stated that he had been discharged from Probation. He also submitted a letter from the Department of State, dated December 14, 2007, which stated that the Board of Pardons had forwarded his request to the Governors office for a final decision.  
Mr. Santo has requested that the Board allow him more time before they made a final decision on his pending application since the Department of State is behind schedule in processing requests.

A motion was made by Ms. Bonarigo, seconded by Ms. Nellius to go off the record.  The motion was unanimously carried.
The Board went into deliberations.
The Board discussed the testimony and closed deliberations.

A motion was made by Ms. Nellius, seconded by Ms. Lord that when Mr. Santos receives his pardon he is to notify and appear before the Board’s at the next scheduled meeting .  The motion was unanimously carried.

A motion was made by Ms. Nellius, seconded by Ms. Lord, to approve the application for “Dotties House of Hair” pending proof of a hand wash sink, “Pressley Beauty Academy” pending receipt of a copy of the Division of Revenue Business license, and processing fee, “Elayne James Salon of Greenville” pending proof of a hand wash sink, “Sky Nails” pending a copy of the New Castle City business license and “Robert Cris Salon” pending proof of hand wash sink.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Discussion of Supervision Concerning Apprenticeship and Temporary Permit
Ms. Letterman asked the Board if the supervisor of an apprenticeship, which is a one on one relationship, could also supervise an exam applicant working under a temporary permit.  The Board agreed that an exam applicant who had completed their cosmetology program does not need one on one supervision and that the supervisor could supervise both an apprentice and an examination applicant at the same time.
Other Business Before the Board
The Board was informed that as of March 20, 2008, 1075 licensees had renewed and that 81 % of those that renewed, renewed online.
Public Comment

Mr. Anglin discussed and made his recommendations to the proposed rules and regulations.  The Board will review his recommendations and forward comments to Ms. Kelly.
Victor David, of Schilling & Douglas, asked that the Board clarify in the proposed bill the definition of cosmetologist by listing the service they can provide. He also informed the Board, in reference to the previous discussion with Mr. Anglin, that a supervisor should not supervise both an apprentice and an exam candidate.

Hoa Luu, Executive of Odor Move-it, explained to the board that he had a system that would eliminate the strong odors within nail salons. Ms. Pini informed him that he would need to contact the Department of Public Health and provided him with the contact information.
