Review of revised After Occasion Reports and Applications

The need for creating a spreadsheet that tracks after occasion reports as they come into the office will be developed by licensee services.  The form will reflect how much net profit is earned by category, i.e. how much profit did a fire company earn, how much profit did a church earn, etc.  

The Board would like the Division of Professional Regulation to send out Texas Hold’Em Dealer renewal notices 90 days prior to expiration.  This request is due to the length of time to receive a criminal background check, which is required.  At the next Board meeting it will be considered permitting Division of Professional Regulation staff to renew the licenses if the criminal background check comes back with nothing on it since licensure.
