Call to Order 

Dr. Keyes called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m.

Review of January 3, 2005 minutes for approval 

The Board reviewed the January 3, 2005 minutes for approval.  Dr. Amery made a motion, seconded by Dr. Ulmer, to approve the minutes as presented.  Motion unanimously carried.

Old Business

Review of tabled application for Licensure of Psychologist  by Reciprocity – Amy Diehl
The Board reviewed Dr. Diehl’s tabled application for receipt of verification of good standing from Pennsylvania. Dr. Amery made a motion, seconded by Dr. Ulmer, to approve Dr. Diehl’s application for licensure. Motion unanimously carried.
Continued discussion of Reciprocity requirements 
The Board continued its review of the proposed changes to the reciprocity statute and regulations. Dr. Boston made a motion, seconded by Dr. Ulmer to approve the National Association of Credential Evaluation Services as the credentialing agency for applicants whose degree is earned in other countries outside the United States. Ms. Reardon will provide a copy of the updated changes to the reciprocity statue to the board at its next scheduled meeting.
New Business 

Review of application to sit for EPPP exam – Lisa Selthon
The Board reviewed Dr. Selthon’s application to sit for the EPPP exam. Dr. Boston made a motion, seconded by Dr. Keyes to approve Dr. Selthon’s application to sit for the exam. Motion unanimously carried. 

Review request to approve new supervisor for Registered Psychological Asst – Robin Hegvik
The board reviewed Dr. Hegvik’s request to have a new supervisor approved. Dr. Keys made a motion, seconded by Dr. Ulmer, to table Dr. Hegvik’s request pending receipt of additional information about the location of the supervisor and clarification of the number of supervision hours. Mr. Anglin abstained.
Review of application for Registration of Psychological Asst – Katrina Ringgold
The Board reviewed Ms. Ringgold’s application. Dr. Boston made a motion, seconded by Dr. Keyes to table Ms. Ringgold’s application pending receipt of an updated transcript which reflects her internship. Motion unanimously carried.
Appoint Secretary
Dr. Boston made a motion, seconded by Dr. Ulmer to name Dr. Amery as the Board’s secretary. Motion unanimously carried.
Other Business Before the Board (For Discussion Only) 
The board reviewed the ASPPB’s spring meeting. Dr. Boston agreed to attend the meeting.
Public Comment

A. Priscilla Putnam, Delaware Psychiatric Association, Ethics Chairperson, addressed the board. Ms. Putnam spoke of the possibility that one of their members attend the board meeting on a regular basis. Since board meetings are open to the public, the board agreed that this would present no problems. Ms. Putnam also expressed concerns about the pending SB 229. Ms. Reardon explained the process for Ms. Putnam to address the board at the public hearing.

B. Raetta McCall, Advocate for Delaware Court Reform Initiative, and Shelli Isiminger addressed the board concerning the process by which ethics statutes could be added to the board’s rules and regulations. The board will begin discussion of State requirements for licensure vs. APA requirements for accredited programs at its March 7, 2005 meeting.
