Ms. Reardon presented a few questions from a survey that ASBOG sent.  One question was in regards to whether the Board would accept exam scores from applicants who took the Fundamental and Professional Geology exam through AAPG or AIPG.  The Board found that if an applicant meets all the requirements for Delaware Code §3608 and Rule 7.0 of the Regulations, the Board would be able to accept the scores from candidates who took the exam as part of a certification program sponsored by a professional organization.  Another question that was brought up, dealt with whether the Board would accept Fundamental exam scores from a candidate who has not yet completed their college education.  In this case, Rule 7.0 permits the ASBOG Fundamental of Geology exam to be taken at any time after the applicant has met 
the educational requirements set forth in Del C. §3806(a)(1).  Ms. Stewart will forward a copy of the completed survey to Mr. Schenck for his review.
