CALL TO ORDER

Mr. Schenck called the meeting to order at 10:10 a.m.

PUBLIC HEARING- RULE 5.0 & 6.0

Deputy Attorney General Allison Reardon, read the final order, which she explained enables licensees to renew their license online and attest that they have completed the required continuing education.  The Board received no written or public comment on the proposed rule change.  A motion was made by Mr. Sandy Schenck and seconded by Mr. Stephen Williams to approve the adoption of the proposed rule without any changes.  The motion was unanimously carried. 
REVIEW OF MINUTES FOR APPROVAL
Mr. Schenck welcomed the new professional member, Kim McKenna to the Board.  

The Board reviewed the minutes from the June 2, 2006 meeting.  Mr. Long made a motion to approve the minutes as presented.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Schenck and carried unanimously.

Request for Inactive Status

Mr. Schenck made a motion to have a letter sent to Mr. Charles W. Olmsted, which explains to him that there are no inactive status provisions in the Rules and Regulations.  Mr. Olmsted may either keep his license current or let it lapse.  If his license becomes lapsed, he would have to reapply under the current statute requirements.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Smailer and carried unanimously. 

Review of Documentation from H.S. Laird’s Renewal Application

Mr. Smailer made a motion to table Mr. Laird’s application pending the receipt of a license verification from Pennsylvania stating that his case is closed.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Williams and carried unanimously. 

Reciprocity Application and Requirements Review

The Board reviewed the licensure requirements and applications posted on the Division’s website.  The revisions to those documents were made and now coincide with the amendments made to the statute.    

Senate Bill 386

Mr. Schenck informed the Board members that the SB 386 was passed and signed by the Governor.  The changes to the reciprocity section are now reflected in the Delaware Code.
OTHER BUSINESS BEFORE THE BOARD (for discussion only)
Mr. Schenck told the members that all of the positions on the Board are now filled.  He asked that Ms. McKenna and Mr. Williams think about the position as secretary.  During the upcoming meeting, the Board will vote on their selection.   The position would be responsible for reviewing the continuing education documents for consideration of approval.    
Ms. Reardon discussed Senate Bill 403 which now allows the Board discretion to waive convictions substantially related to the practice of Geology under certain conditions. Those conditions require the Board to determine that more than 5 years have elapsed since the applicant has discharged all imposed sentences; that the applicant is capable of practicing Geology in a competent and professional manner; and, that the granting of the waiver will not endanger the public health, safety or welfare. 

Ms. Reardon will provide the Board members with a draft of the Rules and Regulations that include the Voluntary Treatment Option program, Evaluation of Foreign Credits and the changes to be made to Rule 8.0 at the October meeting.
