Adding a Continuing Education Category for Regulatory-Based Credits
The board discussed last month that a regulation should be added to Regulation 6.8 for regulatory based Continuing Education.  Currently Ms. Reardon is working on a draft to reflect the legislative changes.  Ms. Reardon advised the board that now would be an ideal time to add a section addressing regulatory based Continuing Education.  Mr. Smailer made a motion to add a section in the regulations to clarify and cap regulatory based CE for 12 hours.  The motion was seconded by Ms. McKenna and carried unanimously.
OTHER BUSINESS BEFORE THE BOARD (for discussion only)
DNREC’s Pay for Performance Remediation Contract Licensure Requirements

Mr. Smailer provided a copy of DNREC’s pay for performance contract.   The department has a provision that allows them to accept bids from unlicensed professional geologists outside of Delaware.  According to the Board of Geology statute, all submissions must be stamped by a licensed Delaware professional geologist, so anyone outside of the state is required to obtain a license prior to conducting any geological work in Delaware. 

Mr. Smailer made a motion to draft a letter to DNREC to notify them of the conflict that their regulations have with the Board of Geology’s statute.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Aiken and carried unanimously. 

The board also discussed revising question 7 of the reciprocity application.  It should now include that verification of good standing must be received from each state the applicant has been licensed.
