CALL TO ORDER
Dr. Keyes called the meeting to order at 9:04 a.m.

REVIEW OF MINUTES
The Board reviewed the October 3, 2005 minutes for approval.  Ms. Gardner noted that the October minutes reflected that Emanuel Troiani’s application was approved when in fact his application was tabled for additional information.  Mr. Oswell will amend the minutes to reflect that his application was tabled for additional information. Ms. Gardner made a motion, seconded by Dr. Hollingsworth, to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion unanimously carried.

PUBLIC HEARING - RULE 6.1
Dr. Keyes opened the hearing at 9:10 a.m. 

After due notice, the Delaware Board of Examiners of Psychologists held a public hearing to amend regulation 6.1 and subsections in order to conform to the American Psychological Association requirements for accreditation.  The proposed change to the Rules and Regulations of the Board of Examiners of Psychologists was published in the Delaware Register of Regulations. Deputy Attorney General Reardon entered affidavits from the Wilmington News Journal and Delaware State News into the record. The Board will execute the final order with regard to the regulation at its next regularly scheduled meeting. Dr. Hollingsworth made a motion, seconded by Mr. Anglin to approve Rule 6.1 as presented. Motion unanimously carried.

There being no public comment Dr. Keyes closed the public hearing at 9:15 a.m.

DISCIPLINARY HEARING FOR COMPLAINT #26-02-04 – DR. KEVIN KEOUGH
At 9:45 a.m. a formal hearing was held to receive evidence in the disciplinary action filed against Kevin Keough by the State of Delaware alleging a violation of 24 Del. C. § 3414, Complaint No. 26-02-04. Dr. Keyes recused himself due to being the contact person on the complaint. Dr. Johnson also recused himself from the hearing. Kevin Keough failed to appear. The Board’s administrative specialist was sworn and testified as to the notice provided to Dr. Keough.  The Board found that Dr. Keough was properly noticed and proceeded with the hearing in his absence.  The State called the former patient of Dr. Keough who initiated the complaint against him with the Division of Professional Regulation. The witness was sworn and verbatim testimony was recorded.  The hearing concluded at 10:45 a.m. Following deliberations a motion was made by Dr. Hollingsworth, seconded by Mr. Anglin to find Dr Keough in violation of 24 Del. C. § 3414, and to impose a minimum one year suspension during which Dr. Keough must complete 12 additional hours of professional education in ethics over and above the 40 hours normally required for renewal, obtain at his expense an evaluation by a licensed psychologist and a psychiatrist specializing in the treatment of impaired professionals and follow any recommended course of treatment, and pay a $500.00 civil penalty. At the end of the one year suspension Dr. Keough may apply to have the suspension lifted provided he has complied with the terms of the order and provided there are no additional complaints pending against him at that time. Upon application by Dr. Keough to lift the suspension the Board will hold  a further hearing to determine whether to lift the suspension and under what additional conditions. The motion passed unanimously.

The Board reviewed Dr. Listug-Lunde’s application to sit for the EPPP exam. Dr. Boston made a motion, seconded by Mr. Anglin to approve Dr. Listug-Lunde’s application. Motion unanimously carried.

Review of Application to sit for EPPP Exam – Dr. Melanie Dubard
The Board reviewed Dr. Dubard’s application to sit for the EPPP exam. Dr. Hollingsworth made a motion, seconded by Ms. McDonough to approve Dr. Dubard’s application contingent upon receipt of the date her supervisor was licensed in Maryland. This date was omitted from the application. Motion unanimously carried.
