Dr. Michelli informed the Board about his attendance at the recent Senate meeting to discuss Senate Bill 183, relating to requiring Temporary Hearing Aid Dispenser licensees to be licensed for a minimum of 6 months prior to taking the exam.  Dr Michelli served as a witness and discussed the importance of placing this requirement within the statute.  The bill was approved by a 21 to 0 vote.  SB 183 will be presented to the House of Representatives and if acted upon, the statute will be passed.  
Dr. Michelli told the Board that the House Policy and Accountability Committee did a fantastic job.  

Ms. Warren said that during the last meeting, the Board decided to wait until Dr. Michelli returned before delegating a contact person for the Voluntary Treatment Option program.  Dr. Michelli accepted the position as the VTO contact person.
Public Comment

Ms. Meredith Sullivan inquired about the requirements for a person holding a Temporary Speech Pathologist license and whether they are able to work past their Clinical Fellowship Year ending date.  Dr. Michelli explained to Ms. Sullivan that a licensee may continue working until his/her license expires.  However, if they plan on continuing their job after the expiration date, they would be obligated to apply for a permanent license.
