Blood Gas Testing
Blood gas testing set to proceed. The ABL-710 was calibrated April 17, 2006 by a Radiometer America representative.  A laboratory technician has been hired and will be training on-site with Radiometer America Thursday (April 20, 2006).  A grace period of approximately 150 samples will be observed to determine the variance of the instrument’s readings.  In addition, the chief training technician (Ms. Lisa Welch) will be present on April 22, 2006 to work alongside the DTRC lab technician for support or if questions arise.  The Stewards were asked by the Commission to have some proposed sanctions ready for discussion at the next meeting of the Commission on May 22, 2006.

Several Trainers were recognized by the Chairman who led a discussion subject to blood gas testing.  Concerns were expressed by horsemen in having to bring their horses to the test barn for pre-race testing.  Minutes from the public February 21, 2006 workshop meeting were read into the record and Chairman Daney thanked those who addressed the Commission.  It should be noted that at that meeting, the DTHA was represented by several of its board members and a choice of testing options was made.  A consensus of the group that included horsemen, track management and commission personnel decided on bringing all horses to the test barn and that a random horse(s) would be selected for testing.

AN OPEN DISCUSSION BY THE COMMISSIONERS REGARDING ETHYL ALCOHOL DETECTION BY THE LABORATORY

At previous commission meetings the illicit practice of introducing alcohol to the horses prior to racing was discussed and the Commission had asked the official lab to be consistent with other jurisdictions.  There had been a recent issue with the use of Beagle-oil too close to race time.  The Commission directed the Stewards to issue a warning through the Racing Office of the potential problem related to using pre-race preparation materials that contained ethyl alcohol.
